During school hours we ask that you do not visit the kura or kura office – Please phone 0800MOEREWA for any 

urgent needs. Contact tracing will be in place for any ALL visitors to the school.  

 

WELLBEING 

We will follow the Ministry of Health guidelines and practice good hygiene. We will maximise social distancing at 

every opportunity while tamariki are at kura. If as a parent, you decide to keep your child home during alert 

Level 2, please advise the office as soon as possible via facebook messenger, by phoning 0800MOEREWA or via 

text to the classroom teacher. Tamariki will have designated play areas during alert level 2 which will see them 

remain in their classroom/whanau bubbles.
